The Lake Chelan Community
Hospital Public Access Defibril-
lation (PAD) Program started
with the Lake Chelan School
Districtos desi
AEDs. LCCH viewed this as an
opportunity to provide a great
service to the community and
consequently, developed the
PAD Program.

The main goal of the LCCH
PAD Program is to improve the
survival rate from sudden car-
diac arrest in the Lake Chelan
Valley. To meet this goal we
partnered with individuals and
organizations to get AEDs in
areas where EMS response is
greater than five minutes and/or
where large numbers of people
gather.

Foilowing a stefby-step proc-
ess, LCCH partners with and
provides help and support to
individuals and organizations
wishing to implement an AED.

As outlined by State law, part-
nerships between professionals
and individual organizations

are necessary to own and oper-
ate an AED, and to know where
Public AEDs are located within
the community.

As a partner in the LCCH PAD
Program, businesses and organi-
zations receive certain benefits.
They are able to purchase their
AED at a discounted price, re-
ceive training by certified AHA
instructors at a discounted rate,
and receive guidance with AED
